ALLENDE, Isabel. Violeta

Violeta comes into the world on a stormy day in 1920, the first girl in a family with five boisterous sons. From the start,
her life is marked by extraordinary events, for the ripples of the Great War are still being felt, even as the Spanish flu
arrives on the shores of her South American homeland almost at the moment of her birth.

Through her father’s prescience, the family will come through that crisis unscathed, only to face a new one as the
Great Depression transforms the genteel city life she has known. Her family loses everything and is forced to retreat to
a wild and beautiful but remote part of the country. There, she will come of age, and her first suitor will come calling.

She tells her story in the form of a letter to someone she loves above all others, recounting times of devastating
heartbreak and passionate affairs, poverty and wealth, terrible loss and immense joy. Her life is shaped by some of
the most important events of history: the fight for women'’s rights, the rise and fall of tyrants, and ultimately not one,
but two pandemics.

And over the course of three marriages, she has learned how to grow
as a woman while having a partner, when to step away, and the rewards of embracing one’s sexuality.

So what do women want? To be safe, to be valued, to live in peace, to have their own resources, to be connected, to
have control over their bodies and lives, and, above all, to be loved. On all these fronts, there is much work to be
done, and this book, Allende hopes, will inspire others to see that work through.

When shop assistant Dora Black is found dead on a city beach, Miss Cocks and Ethel are ordered to stay out of the
investigation and leave it to the men. But when Dora's workmate goes missing soon after, the women suspect
something sinister, and determine to take matters into their own hands. After all, who knows Adelaide better than the
indomitable Miss Cocks?

ARMSTRONG, Diane.  Dancing with the Enemy

invaded by the Germans. Forced to choose between conflicting loyalties, he sends his pregnant wife to England,
believing their separation will be brief. It's a fateful decision that will affect every aspect of his life.

May 1942. Young Tom Gaskell fumes whenever he sees the hated swastika flying from Fort Regent. Humiliated by
Jersey's surrender and ashamed of his mother's fraternisation with the occupiers, Tom forms an audacious plan, not
suspecting that it will result in guilt and tragedy.

April 2019. Sydney doctor Xanthe Maxwell, traumatised by the suicide of her colleague and burnt out by the relentless
pressure of her hospital work, travels to St Helier so she can figure out what to do with her life. But when she finds
Hugh Jackson's World War Il journal, she is plunged into a violent world of oppression and collusion, but also of
passion and resistance. As she reads, she is mystified by her growing sense of connection to the past. Her deepening
relationship with academic Daniel Miller helps her understand Jersey's wartime past and determine her own future.
By the time this novel reaches its moving climax, the connection between Tom, Xanthe and Hugh Jackson has been
revealed in a way none of them could possibly have imagined.

BROOKS, Geraldine. Horse

A discarded painting in a junk pile, a skeleton in an attic, and the greatest racehorse in American history: from these
strands, a Pulitzer Prize winner braids a sweeping story of art and science, love and obsession, the human-animal
bond, the legacy of enslavement and the ongoing quest for racial justice.

Horse is set in three time periods. The historical spine of the book is based on the true story of the remarkable
racehorse, Lexington, whose blistering speed drew crowds of more than twenty thousand to the track and riveted the
attention of the nation, even as the country was sliding towards Civil War. Like most of the great horses of the period,
Lexington’s success relied on the skills of Black horsemen, many of whom were enslaved. Brooks vividly captures the
growing risks faced by these men and the horses they cared for as war sweeps through the South.

Lexington was painted many times during his long career. One portrait wound up in a 1980s bequest to the
Smithsonian from a radical art dealer named Martha Jackson, a champion of edgy contemporary painters such as
Jackson Pollock. That painting and its mysterious provenance brings the novel to bohemian New York in the 1950s
and an art world roiled by exciting new means of expression.

Meanwhile, in contemporary Washington DC, a scientist at the Smithsonian rediscovers the significance of a skeleton
specimen simply labelled “Horse,” while an art historian tries to learn more about the Black horsemen so vividly
portrayed with their charges in nineteenth century American equestrian art. Even as they puzzle over these past
mysteries, their legacy unexpectedly ensnares them. 390 pages Historical fiction

BROOKS, Geraldine. Memorial Days: a Memoir

It was Memorial Day, 2019, when Geraldine Brooks received news that her husband Tony Horwitz had collapsed and
died, far from home, in the middle of his own book tour. The complex tasks required in the face of such a sudden
death left her no time to properly grieve for him.

Three years later, still feeling broken and bereft, she booked a flight to Flinders Island off the coast of Tasmania.
There, she pondered the ways of other cultures deal with mourning and finally seized the time and space she needed
for her own grief. Alone on a rugged stretch of coast, she revisited a 35 year marriage filled with risk, adventure,
humour and love.

But the excise men are out for revenge, smuggling is a dangerous business, and whisky - a drink that has long ignited
passions, songs, stories and danger - is at the rebellious heart of it all. Greer and Fen have no choice but to fight for
the life they want.

This rollicking story of bravery, adventure, love and murder brings alive the Scottish Highlands of long ago. Itis a
poem to the art of whisky distilling and a world now lost to us, as well as a eulogy for those who were forced to leave
the lands they loved.

As those who challenge the residents’ existence make their stand against
the nursing home with devastating consequences, our characters are forced to reckon with a country divided.

FALKINER, Suzanne.  Rose: the Extraordinary Voyage of Rose de Freycinet, the
Stowaway Who Sailed Around the World For Love

The voyage of Rose de Freycinet, the stowaway who defied the French for love.

In 1814, in the aftermath of the French Revolution, nineteen-year-old Rose Pinon married handsome naval officer
Louis de Freycinet, fifteen years her senior. Three years later, unable to bear parting from her husband, she dressed
in men's clothing and slipped secretly aboard his ship the day before it sailed on a voyage of scientific discovery to the
South Seas.

Bangka Island, 1942: Australian Army nurse Vivian Bullwinkel was just twenty-six when Japanese soldiers marched
her and her fellow nurses into the shallow waters of a remote beach to be executed.

Miraculously, Vivian would be the lone survivor - and she committed the rest of her long life to an exceptional
peacetime career which she lived in tribute to her lost friends. The Lieutenant-Colonel would also be the first woman
to be honoured with a statue at the Australian War Memorial for her extraordinary bravery and service - a country girl
who become one of the highest ranking women in the Australian army.

When Japanese forces attacked Singapore, Vivian and sixty-four other nurses were ordered to evacuate, but soon
their ship was bombed by enemy aircraft.

There Japanese soldiers forced the women to wade back into the sea to be shot. Somehow, Vivian lived and for the
next three and a half years she was a prisoner of war in brutal Japanese camps where she helped others survive the
horror. When peace was restored, Vivian became a giant of Australian nursing - and a key driver of Operation Babylift,
the mass rescue of young orphans during the Vietham War. For her extraordinary bravery and service, Vivian was
awarded numerous honours, but she never forgot her fallen colleagues, living her life in tribute to them.
